


Es prou conegut que els habits alimentaris inadequats i la baixa activitat fisica sén
uns dels principals factors de risc que causen moltes de les malalties no transmis-
sibles que afecten els paisos desenvolupats. A partir de les dades obtingudes mit-
jangant 'Enquesta Nutricional dAndorra —realitzada pel Govern durant els anys
2004 1 2005-, i vist que aquest estudi posa en evidéncia la necessitat de dur a terme
una activitat de difusié important per tal de fomentar 'adquisicié destils de vida
sans, el Govern i la Fundacié Credit Andorra van decidir establir una linia de
col-laboracié amb la finalitat de promoure l'adopcié d’uns habits que integrin
patrons alimentaris saludables i la practica d’activitat fisica. L’analisi detallada de
les dades contingudes en l'estudi referit ha permeés establir un pla d’accions, que ha
estat aprovat pel Govern amb el nom d’Estratégia nacional per la nutricié, lesport i
la salut (ENNES).

LCENNES vol incidir, essencialment, en la promocié de la salut i en la perdurabili-
tat d’'uns habits positius per a ella. En aquest sentit, el Govern i la Fundacié Credit
Andorra han establert una linia de collaboraci6 que ha de permetre fer el desple-
gament progressiu dels projectes que s'integren a TENNES, entre els quals queden
incloses accions educatives, de divulgacio i de sensibilitzacié. Durant aquest any
ja s’han portat a terme diferents actuacions, essent les més significatives una confe-
réncia divulgativa i ledicié d’'un diptic, d’'uns imants, d’'un passama i de dos cartells,
amb informacié molt grafica de les piramides de I'alimentacié i de l'activitat fisica.

Com a presentacid de les accions que es volen dur a terme en el marc de lestrate-
gia orientada a promoure habits saludables, es va encomanar al doctor en medici-
na i nutricio, i catedratic de medicina preventiva i salut publica, Lluis Serra Majem
la realitzacio de la conferéncia Nutricié i salut piiblica a escala mundial: situacié a
Andorra. En aquesta conferéncia, el ponent va posar de manifest que els canvis que
hi ha hagut en lestat nutricional a Andorra, en els darrers quinze anys, dibuixen un
panorama desfavorable per al conjunt de la poblaci6 en general pero, sobretot, per
als més joves. També va apuntar que cal estudi, reflexio i innovacié si pretenem ser
capagos de trobar la solucié adequada per revertir algunes tendéncies i evitar un
augment de lobesitat, la diabetis i altres malalties relacionades amb la nutricio.

Conferéncia inaugural de I'Estrategia nacional per la nutricié, I'esport i la salut.
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It is well known that unsuitable eating
habits and low physical activity are
among the main risk factors that cause
many of the non-contagious diseases
affecting developed countries. From the
data obtained through the Andorra
Nutritional Survey —done by the
government in 2004 and 2005, and
given that the study brings out the need
to launch a major publicity campaign to
promote the adoption of healthy
lifestyles, the Government and Fundacio
Credit Andorra decided to establish a line
of cooperation in order to promote habits
that include healthy eating patterns and
physical activity. A detailed analysis of
the data in the study has made it
possible to draft an action plan, which
has been approved by the government
and is entitled National Strategy for
Nutrition, Sport and Health (ENNES).

ENNES essentially sets out to
promote health and how to keep up the
positive habits conducive to it. The
government and Fundacié Credit Andorra
have established a system of
collaboration that will enable the
gradual deployment of projects
integrated into ENNES, among them
educational, dissemination and
awareness-raising actions. This year a
number of actions have been carried out,
the most significant being a public
lecture and the publication of a leaflet,
magnets, a ribbon and two posters with
graphic information about the food and
physical activity pyramids.

As a presentation of the actions to be
carried out in the framework of the
strategy aimed at fostering healthy
habits, a doctor in medicine and nutrition,
and professor of preventive medicine and
public health, Lluis Serra Majem, was
commissioned to give the lecture
“Nutrition and public health on a world
scale: situation in Andorra”. In his talk he
showed that the changes that have taken
place in the state of nutrition in Andorra
over the last fifteen years draw an
unfavourable picture for the population
as a whole but most of all for young
people. He also pointed out the need to
study, analyze and innovate if we want
to be able to find the right solution for
reversing certain tendencies and avoiding
an increase in obesity, diabetes and other
nutrition related diseases.



La primera de les accions de comunicacié de I'Estratégia nacional per la nutri-
cio, Tesport i la salut esta relacionada amb lobjectiu de reduir els factors de risc
derivats dels mals habits alimentaris i del sedentarisme associats a determinades
malalties croniques. La iniciativa, que es va dur a terme a finals de novembre, va
consistir en ledicio del diptic que, amb el lema Engega’t, informava de forma breu
i planera sobre els motius que han portat a endegar 'ENNES, posant de relleu la
importancia de la participacio i la implicacié de cadascd per assolir comporta-
ments i habits més saludables. El diptic anava acompanyat de la piramide dels
aliments i de la piramide de l'activitat fisica, en suport imantat, que informen de
manera grafica sobre quines sén les pautes a seguir per millorar els habits alimen-
taris 1 per aconseguir una practica raonable d’activitat fisica. De forma paral-lela
es van editar i distribuir un passama i dos cartells, en els quals hi ha reproduides
les referides piramides alimentaria i de l'activitat fisica.

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Amb la finalitat de facilitar un fil conductor a totes les propostes de TENNES, s’ha
creat una imatge identificativa que ha de figurar en tots els suports grafics i altres
materials que se'n pugui derivar. La imatge incorpora un cert moviment que reme-
mora lactivitat fisica —mitjangant la linia corporal de la persona- i es reforca amb
un simbol —en aquest cas una poma- per potenciar els habits alimentaris salu-

dables.

The first of the communication actions
for the national strategy for nutrition,
sport and health is related to the aim of
reducing the risk factors arising from bad
eating habits and the sedentary lifestyle
associated with certain chronic illnesses.
The initiative, which was carried out at
the end of November, consisted of the
publication of the leaflet which, with the
slogan “Get Moving”, provided brief and
simple information about the reasons
behind the launch of ENNES,
emphasising the importance of everyone
taking part and getting involved in order
to achieve healthier behaviours and
habits. The leaflet was accompanied by
the food and physical activity pyramids,
which provide graphic information about
the guidelines to follow to improve
eating habits and do a reasonable
amount of physical exercise. Alongside
these a ribbon and two posters were
published with reproductions of the two
pyramids.

For the purpose of providing a guiding
thread for all the ENNES ideas, an
identifying image has been created and
will appear on all graphic supports and
any other materials that may be
produced. The image includes a certain
movement that recalls physical activity
—through the person’s body line— and is
reinforced with a symbol —in this case
an apple— to promote healthy eating
habits.
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La Fundaci6é Crédit Andorra ha establert el 2007 un conveni amb la Federacié
Esportiva Special Olympics Andorra, emmarcat en la nostra linia de programes
socioassistencials. Aquest conveni de col-laboracid, que té per objectiu fomentar la
practica de lesport per part de persones amb retard mental majors de vuit anys, ha
estat establert per una durada de tres anys; amb aquest conveni la Fundacié esde-
vé el patrocinador principal de Special Olympics Andorra.

Aquesta associacié té la consideracio de federacio esportiva i assumeix la tasca
de facilitar la participacié de persones que tenen retard mental en competicions
esportives nacionals i internacionals, contribuint aixi al desenvolupament de les
seves aptituds i habilitats fisiques. Amb lestabliment d’aquest conveni la Fundacio
vol contribuir a donar suport a la millora de les condicions de vida d'aquest col-lec-
tiu de persones, aixi com a promoure la seva integracié dins la societat.
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Presentacié del conveni de col-laboracié amb els Special Olympics Andorra.
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Del total de 51 atletes membres de la Federacié Esportiva Special Olympics
Andorra, 11 van ser els que es van desplagar a Xangai per prendre part en els Jocs
destiu que van tenir lloc en aquesta ciutat. Amb motiu d’aquesta participacio, la
Fundaci6 Credit Andorra va organitzar una recepcio en la qual, a més dels atletes,
hi van ser presents les families dels atletes, directius i entrenadors de la federacio,
aixi com representants del Govern. Amb aquest acte es va voler oferir un reconei-
xement a tots els membres dels Special Olympics, i especialment als atletes que
amb el seu esforg, dedicacio i afany de superacié van aconseguir en la referida cita
quinze medalles d'or, dues de plata i quatre de bronze, en les modalitats esportives

d’atletisme, natacio i badminton.
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In 2007 Fundacié Credit Andorra signed
an agreement with the Andorra Special
Olympics Sports Federation as part of
our social work programmes. This
cooperation agreement, whose aim is to
encourage sport for people with mental
handicaps over eight years old, has been
established for three years. With it the
Foundation becomes the main sponsor of
the Andorra Special Olympics.

This association has the status of a
sports federation and has undertaken the
task of helping people with mental
handicaps to take part in national and
international sports competitions, thus
contributing to the development of their
physical aptitudes and skills. With the
signing of this agreement, the
Foundation will help provide support for
the improvement of the conditions of life
of this group of people and to promote
their integration into society.

Of the 51 athletes who are members of
the Andorra Special Olympics Sports
Federation, 11 went to Shanghai to take
part in the Summer games held in the
city. To celebrate their participation,
Fundaci6 Credit Andorra organized a
reception for the athletes, to which their
families, federation managers and
coaches and representatives of the
Government were also invited.

The purpose of the event was to
recognize all the members of the Special
Olympics, and particularly the athletes
who, with their effort, dedication and
will to excel, won fifteen gold medals,
two silver and four bronze, in the
athletics, swimming and badminton.
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Seguint el cami iniciat ja fa anys, la Fundacié Creédit Andorra ha aportat els mitjans
necessaris per poder desenvolupar de la millor manera un dels vessants que sem-
pre han merescut una atenci6 especial per part nostra, com és el de leducacid. Des
del moment en qué es va crear la Fundacid, I'aposta de donar suport de forma deci-
dida a la formacio dels joves dAndorra ha estat permanent, perqué pensem que el
fet que les persones assoleixin una bona instruccié és la millor garantia per poder
construir un futur esperancador, amb la seguretat que aquests ciutadans que avui
aprofundeixen en la seva formaci6 estaran dema al servei del pais per fer front als
reptes que ens esperen.

En aquest sentit, el 2007 s’ha continuat desenvolupant el conveni de col-laboracié
signat el 2004 amb la Universitat dAndorra, amb accions com el curs de forma-
ci6 continuada Opera Oberta, el Cicle de perfeccionament professional de I'Escola
d’Informatica i de Gestio, el curs de postgrau de dret andorra o un programa de
formacié de llevadores. També ha merescut una atencié especial el manteniment
dels programes de beques de postgrau i d’hoteleria i turisme, que des de fa vint
anys ofereixen als joves la possibilitat de realitzar o de completar estudis en els
camps esmentats, aixi com la participaci6 en el patrocini de les beques Fulbright,
promogudes pel Govern.

Educational
programmes

Following the road it began to travel
years ago, Fundacic Credit Andorra has
provided the necessary means for the
best possible development of one of the
aspects that has always deserved
special attention from us: education.
From the moment the Foundation was
created, our commitment to provide solid
support for the training of the young
people of Andorra has never flagged
because we believe that for people to
have access to a good education is the
best guarantee of a hopeful future.

We are convinced that those citizens
who are broadening their education
today will be at the service of the
country tomorrow to face the challenges
that await us.

And so in 2007 we continued to
implement the cooperation agreement
signed in 2004 with the University of
Andorra, with actions like the continuing
education course Open Opera, the
Higher professional studies cycle
at the Computer Sciences and
Management School, the postgraduate
course in Andorran law or the midwife
training programme. Special attention
has also been given to the maintenance
of scholarship programmes for
postgraduate and hotel and catering and
tourism studies, which for twenty years
have given young people an opportunity
to study in those fields, and participation
in the sponsorship of Fulbright
scholarships, promoted by the
Government.
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El programa de beques ha estat novament enguany una de les accions que ha
merescut una particular atencio per part de la Fundacid. Aquest any es compleixen
vint anys des del moment en qué s'inicia aquest programa destinat a ajudar els
joves a assolir reptes formatius cada cop més importants, i aix0 en el doble vessant
dels estudis professionals d’hoteleria i turisme —ambdos essencials en el sector dels
serveis, que sustenta un dels motors economics del pais- i de la formaci6 de post-
grau —que inclou tant lespecialitzacid, mitjangant la realitzacié de masters, com els
cursos de doctorat i de postdoctorat. En aquests vint anys més de 150 joves —con-
cretament 153- s’han beneficiat del programa de beques de la Fundacié Credit
Andorra.

Les beques atorgades cobreixen totes les despeses d’'un any academic —durada
minima que ha de tenir la formacid a fer per poder-sen beneficiar-, encara que
poden ser reconduides si els estudis previstos tenen una durada superior.

Els candidats a obtenir una de les cinc beques destudis professionals d’hoteleria o
de turisme, o una de les cinc destinades als estudis de postgrau, van poder presen-
tar les seves sollicituds entre I'l de marg¢ i el 15 de juny. De totes les demandes efec-
tuades pels joves, andorrans o residents des d'almenys cinc anys, finalment van ser
nou les candidatures seleccionades, cinc per a estudis de postgrau en els camps de
lenergia, la historia, la filologia, l'administracié i la fisica —que sefectuaran a
Edimburgh, Estrasburg, Granada, Paris i Viena- i quatre per a estudis de turisme i
de restauraci6 —que es cursaran a Barcelona, Saragossa i Tarragona.

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This year, the scholarships programme
has once again received particular
attention from the Foundation. It is now
twenty years since the launch of this
programme, designed to help young
people meet ever growing educational
challenges, in two respects: professional
hotel and catering and tourism studies
—both essential in the services sector,
one of the ecanomic engines of the
country— and postgraduate training
—which includes both specialization in
the shape of master’s degrees and
doctoral and postdoctoral courses. In
these twenty years 153 young people
have benefited from the Fundacic Credit
Andorra scholarships programme.

The scholarships awarded cover all
expenses for an academic year —the
minimum length of the course in order to
be eligible—, though they can be
renewed if the course lasts longer.

The candidates who were awarded
one of the five scholarships in
professional hotel and catering and
tourism studies could present their
applications between 1 March and 15
June. From all the young applicants,
Andorran or with at least five years
residence, nine were eventually
selected, five for postgraduate studies in
the fields of energy, history, philology,
administration and physics —the courses
were held in Edinburgh, Strasbourg,
Granada, Paris and Vienna— and four for
tourism and catering studies —in
Barcelona, Zaragoza and Tarragona.

The table below presents the data for
the number of scholarship holders, the
countries where they have done their
studies and the specialities studied —for
postgraduate and doctorate courses—
over the twenty years of the Fundacié
Credit Andorra scholarships programme.

Universitat dAndorra ha vist aquest any ampliat el seu ambit d’actuacid. A la par-
ticipaci6 en el curs de formacié continuada Opera Oberta, en el Cicle de perfec-
cionament professional i en el curs de dret andorra, s’hi ha sumat el suport a una
formacié especifica de llevadores.

Totes aquestes actuacions, destinades a permetre una millor formacié dels nostres
joves, han de contribuir a lobertura en bones condicions del cami que els estu-
diants d’avui i professionals de dema seguiran per fer créixer el pais i per participar
de forma positiva en el seu desenvolupament.

El nou Cicle de perfeccionament professional organitzat per I'Escola d’'Informatica
i de Gesti6 de la Universitat dAndorra també ha merescut aquest any la col-labo-
racioé de la Fundacid. Aquesta formacio especialitzada permet als alumnes del dar-
rer curs de I'Escola, aixi com als professionals ja en exercici, conéixer de la ma de
professors universitaris i de consultors en formacié les darreres aportacions rela-
cionades amb les tecnologies de la comunicaci i de la informacié.

Una de les formacions de postgrau més assentades dentre les que ofereix la
Universitat dAndorra és la de dret andorra. La Fundacié Crédit Andorra ha parti-
cipat novament en aquesta iniciativa, oferint la seva col-laboraci6 a aquesta accié
educativa.

La durada del curs de dret andorra és d’'un any academic, i ofereix als alumnes un

aprofundiment en el coneixement de qiiestions especifiques relatives al dret que és
vigent i saplica al Principat, aixi com al marc institucional del pais.
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The cooperation agreement signed in
2004 between Fundacié Credit Andorra
and the Andorra University broadened

its sphere of action this year. To
participation in the continuing education
course Open Opera, the Higher
professional studies cycle and the course
in Andorran law we have added special
midwife training.

All these activities, designed to give
our young people a better education, will
open up the road which today’s students
and tomorrow’s professionals will take
to make the country grow and play a
positive part in its development.

This year the new Higher professional
studies cycle organized by the Andorra
University Computer Sciences and
Management School received assistance
from the Foundation. These specialized
studies, given by university professors
and training consultants, enable
students in their final year in the School
and professionals already working to
discover the latest developments in the
information and communication
technologies.

One of the longest standing
postgraduate training courses offered by
the Andorra University deals with
Andorran law. Fundacié Credit Andorra
has taken part in this initiative once
again, offering its cooperation on this
educational venture.

The Andorran law course lasts for
one academic year and allows students
to broaden their knowledge of specific
topics relating to the law in force and
applied in the Principality and to the
institutional framework of the country.



En el marc del conveni signat amb la Universitat dAndorra, la Fundaci6 ha patro-
cinat ledicié del curs 2006-2007 de formacié continuada Opera Oberta. Aquest
projecte, liderat pel Gran Teatre del Liceu de Barcelona i dirigit a persones interes-
sades a iniciar-se o aprofundir en el coneixement del mon de l'opera, permet als
estudiants de més de quaranta universitats compartir informacions mitjangant un
portal académic a Internet.

Les quatre sessions a les quals assisteixen els alumnes des del Centre cultural i de
congressos de Sant Julia de Loria, els permeten aprofundir en el coneixement del
compositor, 'obra motiu de la retransmissio i la seva produccio, aixi com en d’al-
tres aspectes més generics del moén operistic, desenvolupats en una conferéncia
previa a la representacio.

Tal com sanunciava en la Memoria d’activitats de la Fundacié de l'any passat, la
primera de les retransmissions va ser la de lobra Lucia di Lammermoor, de Gaetano
Donizzetti, a la que van seguir Don Carlos, de Giuseppe Verdi, Cavalleria rustica-
na, de Pietro Mascagani, I pagliacci, de Ruggero Leoncavallo, i Khovantxina, de
Modest Mussorgski. Les dues primeres i la darrera van ser retransmeses en directe
des del Gran Teatre del Liceu, i la tercera i la quarta, ofertes conjuntament en la ter-
cera sessio, ho van ser en diferit des del Teatro Real de Madrid.

La Fundaci6 continua donant suport a aquesta activitat per al curs 2007-2008. La
primera de les sessions d’aquesta edici6 va tenir lloc al novembre, amb la retrans-
missié en directe des del Gran Teatre del Liceu de I'opera Aida, de Giuseppe Verdi.

As part of the agreement with the
University of Andorra, the Foundation
has sponsored the 2006-2007 continuing
education course Open Opera. This
project, led by the Teatre del Liceu in
Barcelona and designed for people
interested in discovering or broadening
their knowledge of the world of opera,
enables students from more than forty
universities to share information by
means of an academic Internet portal.

The four sessions the students attend
at the cultural and congress centre in
Sant Julia de Loria enables them to find
out more about the composer, the opera
to be broadcast and the production and
other more generic aspects of the world
of opera from a lecture given before the
performance.

As announced in last year's
Foundation Activities Report, the first
broadcast was “Lucia di Lammermoor”,
by Gaetano Donizzetti, followed by
Giuseppe Verdi's Don Carlos, “Cavalleria
Rusticana” by Pietro Mascagani, and
“Pagliacci”, by Ruggero Leoncavallo, and
Modest Mussorgsky's “Khovanstchina”.
The first two and the last were
broadcast live from the Gran Teatre del
Liceu, and the third and fourth, put on
together at the third session, were
recorded at the Teatro Real in Madrid.

The Foundation will continue to give
its support for this activity for the
academic year 2007-2008. The first
session took place in November with a

live broadcast of Giuseppe Verdi's “Aida”

from the Gran Teatre del Liceu.
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L’analisi de la realitat sociosanitaria andorrana ha portat a constatar el déficit del
sistema sanitari nacional pel que fa al nombre de professionals llevadores que hi
presten els seus serveis. Atenent aquesta demanda, la Universitat dAndorra ha
decidit iniciar un programa de formacié superior en aquesta especialitat, amb la
col-laboraci6 académica de la Universitat de Barcelona.

En aquest sentit, la Fundaci6 Credit Andorra i la Universitat dAndorra han esta-
blert un acord pel qual la Fundacié preveu una aportacié anual de dues beques que
permeten financar una part de la formacié. Aquesta part tindra una durada de dos
cursos académics i es desenvolupara en diferents centres educatius i sanitaris dAn-
dorra i de Catalunya. Esta adrecada a titulats superiors en infermeria, andorrans o
residents al Principat, que desitgin obtenir una titulacio oficial a Andorra de lleva-
dora. Aquest programa ha estat iniciat durant el curs académic 2007-2008 i han
estat dues persones les que se n’han vist beneficiades.

Des de ja fa temps la Fundacié Crédit Andorra posa a disposicio dels infants i joves
del pais les maletes pedagogiques, un recurs educatiu que permet la realitzacio
d’un treball didactic en grup a partir d'un tema concret. Les maletes es distribuei-
xen en regim de préstec a diversos centres densenyament primari i secundari, amb
la collaboraci6 del ministeri encarregat de 'educacio.

Les maletes que shan distribuit son “Visca el color”, que pretén incidir en la pre-
séncia del color en la vida quotidiana i en la naturalesa, i que en mostra la percep-
cié i la utilitzacié per part dels individus i les societats humanes, i “Sons en el
temps”, dedicada a la formacié musical dels escolars. Aquest darrer recurs musical
esta a la disposicié dels alumnes de I'Institut de Musica i Dansa del Comu
d’Andorra la Vella i dels joves del Cor Nacional dels Petits Cantors.

Programes educatius

An analysis of the social and sanitary
situation of Andorra revealed the deficit
in the national health system in terms of
the number of professional midwives
supplying their services. In order to
respond to this demand, Andorra
University has decided to launch a
higher training programme in this
speciality, with the academic
cooperation of the University of
Barcelona.

In this respect, Fundaci6 Credit
Andorra and the Andorra University
have made an agreement under which
the Foundation foresees an annual
contribution of two scholarships to
finance part of the education costs. This
part will last two academic years and
will be given at different educational
and health centres in Andorra and
Catalonia. It is designed for people
holding higher diplomas in nursing,
Andorran or residents in the Principality,
wishing to obtain an official qualification
as a midwife in Andorra. The programme
began over the academic year 2007-2008
and so far two people have benefited.

For some time Fundacié Credit Andorra
has provided the children and young
people of the country with teaching kits,
an educational resource that enables
them to do group work on a specific
topic. The kits are distributed on loan at
primary and secondary centres, in
association with the Ministry of
Education.

The kits that have been distributed
are "Long live colour”, which deals with
the presence of colour in everyday life
and nature and shows they way in which
it is perceived and used by individuals
and human societies, and “Sounds in
time”, designed for the pupils” musical
training. This last musical resource is
available to the students of the Institute
of Music and Dance of the commune of
Andorra la Vella and the young members
of the National Little Singers Chair.
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Programes culturals

El tercer dels pilars fonamentals de les activitats de la Fundacio ha estat el dels pro-
grames culturals. Pensem que la difusié del coneixement cultural ha de meréixer la
nostra atencié perque contribueix a la formaci6 de la persona i al desenvolupament
de la seva personalitat. D’altra banda, incideix plenament i de forma directa en el
creixement i el progrés de la societat en general, un dels principis que sempre han
guiat les nostres actuacions. Finalment, és també el complement imprescindible de
les altres activitats promogudes per la Fundacid, especialment de totes les relacio-
nades amb leducaci6 i la difusi6 del coneixement.

En lapartat cultural hem continuat desenvolupant projectes ja consolidats, espe-
cialment els centrats en la musica —com el de la Fundacié ONCA, formada pel
Govern i per la Fundaci6 Creédit Andorra—, i hem donat suport decidit a les inicia-
tives assumides darrerament, com pot ser el desenvolupament de les activitats pro-
mogudes per la Fundacié Escena Nacional dAndorra —en la qual hi participen el
Govern, el Comu de la Massana i la Fundacié Credit Andorra. Les col-laboracions
amb altres entitats i institucions, aixi com la promocié dexposicions o les iniciati-
ves encaminades a la difusié del patrimoni historic, també han merescut la nostra
atencid.

Cultural programmes

The third basic pillar of the Foundation's
activities was its cultural programmes.
We believe that the spreading of
knowledge of cultural matters should
command our attention in order to
contribute to a person's education and
the development of personality. On the
other hand, it also fits fully and directly
into the growth and progress of the
society in general, one of the principles
that have always guided our activities.
Finally, it is an undeniable complement
to other activities promoted by the
Foundation, especially all those related
to education and the spreading of
knowledge.

In the cultural sphere we continued to
develop projects already well
established, especially those involving
music, such as the ONCA Foundation,
established by the Government and
Fundacié Credit Andorra. We have also
given strong support to initiatives newly
taken on, such as the development of
activities of the Andorran National
Stage Foundation in which there was
participation of the Government, the
Comd de la Massana and Fundacio
Credit Andorra. We were also involved in
collaboration with other bodies and
institutions such as the promotion of
exhibitions or activities aimed at
spreading knowledge of our historical
heritage.

Programes culturals
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El 2007 I'Orquestra Nacional Classica d’Andorra ha celebrat el quinze aniversari.
No cal recordar que la seva trajectoria ha estat, en aquests quinze anys, en ascens
permanent. La Fundacié Credit Andorra, amb el convenciment que aquest és un
projecte de pais amb un futur prometedor, li ha donat el maxim suport, contri-
buint aixi a la labor de coneixement i de difusié de la musica i dels seus valors.

Després del canvi conceptual que va suposar, el 2006, 'adopcid de la possibilitat de
configurar 'TONCA tant en format dorquestra de cambra com classica, aquest any
ha estat el de la consolidaci6 de la nova perspectiva. La programacié de les seves
activitats ha tingut el calendari més complet de la historia, especialment pel que fa
a les actuacions més enlla de les fronteres dAndorra; tanmateix, les actuacions al
Principat també s’han incrementat.

Pel que fa a la direccid artistica, en el format de cambra ha continuat estant assumi-
da pel concertino director Gerard Claret, i en el format classic ha tingut, per segon
any consecutiu, Marzio Conti com a director principal. La plantilla de lorquestra
classica ha estat formada per un nombre de musics situat entre els 40 i els 50.

La voluntat de la Fundaci6é Creédit Andorra, que juntament amb el ministeri en-
carregat de la cultura formen el patronat de la Fundacié ONCA, és continuar
donant suport a aquesta nova projeccié d’'un dels nostres ambaixadors culturals

In 2007, the Andorran National Classical
Orchestra celebrated its 15" anniversary.

[t goes without saying that its development
over those 15 years has gone constantly
forward. Convinced that this is a project
with a promising future for the country,
Fundacié Credit Andorra has given it its
full support, thus contributing to the work
of making it better known and to the
spread of music and its cultural values.

Following the change in concept in 2006
involving the possibility of giving ONCA a
role as chamber and classical orchestra, the
year 2007 was one of consolidation of the
new approach. The programme of activities
has been the fullest in its history, especially
in terms of performances outside Andorra.
At the same time, appearances in Andorra
were increased.

With regard to its artistic direction, in
the chamber music format has continued
under concertmaster Gerard Claret, and in
the classical format it has had for the
second season in a row, its chamber music
section has had Marzio Conti as its main
conductor. The classical music group was
made up of a number of musicians running
between 40 and 50 strong.

It is the desire of Fundacié Credit
Andorra which, along with the Ministry of
Culture sits on the board of trustees of
ONCA Foundation, to continue giving its
support to this new projection of one of
our most recognized cultural ambassadors,
providing the necessary means of
contributing to the work of building a
better future for the country.
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Ja hem avancat que aquest any el calendari d’actuacions de TONCA ha estat molt
ple. Als tradicionals concerts de Carnaval, d’Estiu o de Santa Cecilia, i a les altres
actuacions que TONCA també ens sol oferir de forma regular, s’hi han afegit noves

El primer dels concerts de l'any va ser el que, amb motiu de la festivitat de Sant
Antoni, i en col-laboracié amb el Comu de la Massana, es va presentar a lesglésia
parroquial de Sant Iscle i Santa Victoria daquesta vila.

We have already mentioned that the
programme of ONCA performances was
very full. As well as the traditional
Carnival and Summer concerts and those
on Saint Cecilia’s Day and other regular
performances, ONCA added new
programmes in various locations in
Andorra.

The first concert of the year was that
given on the Feast Day of Saint Anthony
and, in collaboration with the Comd de la
Massana, this was presented at the
Saint Iscle and Saint Victoria church in
that town. Under the direction of Gerard
Claret and with the participation of Josep
Martinez, soloist at JONCA, the
orchestra offered compositions by
Mendelssohn, Bach, Mozart and
Montsalvatge.

At the traditional “Carnival concert”,
the ONCA offered a programme including
works by Bach, Grieg and Barber.

The concert took place in the Andorran
National Auditorium and enjoyed the
participation of soloists Albert Mora on
the flute, César Altur on the oboe, and
Mireia Farrés on the trumpet. This
concert was repeated five days later in
the concert cycle held in the Petit Palau.

The ONCA concert “So de corda” is
always much awaited. This educational
performance, produced by the Barcelona
Auditorium, this year was given
exclusively for music students with just
five performances. Overall, some 1,800
young students were able to take part in
this enjoyable learning experience in the
Andorran National Auditorium which
included works as varied as
Shostakovich, Vivaldi, Britten, Mozart
and Pau Casals.

Foundation to celebrate ONCA's 15"
anniversary. “Gli Uccelli”, by Ottorino
Respighi, completed the concert
programme, one of the most notable of
the season.

For the second consecutive year we
were able to enjoy the “ltalian Night”
presented by ONCA in the Prat Gran
d'Escaldes-Engordany Pavilion. Including
classical works by Verdi, Puccini and
Rossini and the Andorran symphony
by Rendine, with a strong popular appeal,
went down well with the audience.
Soprano Marfa José Martos and
concertmaster Gerard Claret brought a
personal note to the sound of the
orchestra directed by Marzio Conti.

The concert was organized with the
collaboration of the Comu d'Escaldes-
Engordany to coincide with the holding
of Music Day.

On this occasion, with
Gerard Claret as concertmaster and the
participation of clarinettist Michel
Lethiec, the orchestra offered works by
Rossini, Turina and Gershwin.

The holding of the Feast Day of Santa
Cecilia, patron saint of music, brought
about the joint performance in the
Andorran National Auditorium of ONCA
and the Children’s and Young People’s
Orchestras of the Institut de Musica and
Dance of the Com( d'Andorra la Vella.
Under the direction of Gerard Claret and
Jordi Albelda, the young performers were
able to take advantage of the opportunity
to be accompanied by members of ONCA
in order to show their skills in the
performance of works such as those of
Telemann, Bach and Pamela Wengwood.

As well as the concerts mentioned,
the Credit Andorra Foundation took part
in organizing other concerts of ONCA and
JONCA in Andorra both through the
ONCA Foundation and the Ordino
Festivals Association. These concerts are
duly mentioned in the sections dealing
with JONCA and the International
Narciso Yepes Festival.

The activities of ONCA abroad during the
year were notable. The first of these
concerts was the one that brought
together the Classical Orchestra and the
bagpipe-player Carlos Nifiez in the
Cultural Centre of Sant Cugat
(Barcelona). The programme was the
same as that performed in October for
the opening concert of the 25"
International Narciso Yepes Festival as
well as at the “Symphony Concert for
Darfu Refugees” which was held in the
Castle Auditorium in Peralada (Girona) on
the initiative of Intermdn Oxfam which
had the support of Credit Andorra
Foundation.

Among other ONCA activities outside
Andorra, we should mention the concert
held in the Palau de la Msica Catalana
(Barcelona) in collaboration with the
Chamber Choir of that institution along
with performances at the Estoril Music
Festival in Portugal and at the Mosteiro
dos Jéronimos in Lisbon.

Finally, in its role as ambassador for
Andorra, ONCA deserves mention of
three other concerts, namely, that taking
place in September in St. Steven's church
in Castellar del Valles (Barcelona) on
the initiative of city hall of that town
on the occasion of Catalonia Day; that
performed in Germany, organized by the
Ramon Llull Institute coinciding with
the opening of the International Book Fair
in Frankfurt; and the concert bringing
together the orchestra and violoncellist
Llufs Claret in the Pau Casals Auditorium
in Vendrell (Tarragona), organized by the
Pau Casals Music Association in that city.

Among other JONCA performances
we should mention the concert in the
Enric Granados Auditorium in Lleida
where, under the direction of Gerard
Claret, the orchestra offered various
compositions by Mozart, Boccherini,
Bartok and Genzmer.

We should also mention the first
public appearance on the international
scene of the JONCA soloists at the
concert taking place in Alguer (Sardinia)
on the occasion of presentation of the
14" Charlemagne Prize for a novel.



Una vegada més, la col-laboracié entre el Comu d’Ordino i la Fundacié Credit
Andorra —en el marc de I'’Associaci6 Festivals d'Ordino, creada ara fa deu anys- ha
permes oferir al ptblic durant el 2007 dues de les cites més esperades del calenda-
ri anual d’activitats musicals del Principat: el Concert de Cap dany i el Festival
Internacional Narciso Yepes.

L’Auditori Nacional dAndorra va acollir el ja tradicional Concert de Cap dany,
titulat Festival de valsos i danses. Com en altres ocasions, va ser 'Orquestra
Simfonica del Valles l'encarregada de fer gaudir el public amb la interpretacié
d’aquestes composicions. Aquesta vegada lorquestra va ser conduida pel presti-
gids director america James Ross. L’Auditori va registrar, com també ve sent tra-
dicional, un ple absolut.

El programa va incloure, a més de conegudes peces de Johann Strauss Jr., obres

daltres compositors de la segona meitat del segle XX i de la primera del segle xx,
com Txaikovski, Offenbach, Grieg, Dvorak, Morera i Lehar.

L’'Orquestra Simfonica del Valles va ser I’encarregada d’interpretar el tradicional

Concert de Cap d’any.

Again, within the scope of the Ordino
Festivals Assaciation, the collaboration
between Comd d'Ordino and Fundacié
Credit Andorra, established ten years
ago, made it possible to offer the public
two of the most eagerly awaited annual
musical activities in the Principality: the
“New Year's Concert” and the
International Narciso Yepes Festival.

The Andorra National Auditorium was
the scene of the now traditional “New
Year's Concert”, known as the “Festival
of Waltzes and Dances”. As on other
occasions, the Valles Symphony
Orchestra was charged with entertaining
the public. On this occasion, the
orchestra was conducted by the
prestigious US conductor James Ross.
As usual, the auditorium was filled to
capacity.

As well as well-known works by
Johann Straus Jr., the programme
included music by other composers from
the second half of the 19" century and
beginning of the 20" century, such as
Tchaikovsky, Offenbach, Grieg, Dvorak,
Morera and Lehar.
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Si en pagines anteriors ens féiem resso del quinze aniversari de la creacié de
ONCA, enguany I’Associacié Festivals d'Ordino també ha estat de celebracié per
partida doble, ja que, a més d’assolir deu anys de trajectoria formal, s’ha arribat a
la fita de ledici6 vint-i-cinquena del Festival Internacional Narciso Yepes. Per com-
memorar de forma especial aquest darrer fet, i per recordar també el des¢ aniver-
sari de la mort del compositor i guitarrista Narciso Yepes —padri i impulsor del
Festival-, els organitzadors han apostat per una programacio encara més diversa
que de costum, amb predomini de la musica classica pero amb la incorporacid, de
forma decidida, d’altres estils musicals, com el jazz o els sons celtes.

El mes doctubre va acollir els cinc concerts d’aquesta edici6 del Festival, que va
tenir com a escenari ’Auditori Nacional ¢’Andorra. El primer va anar a carrec de
I'Orquestra Nacional Classica d’Andorra, en format classic, i del gaiter Carlos
Nuniez; el director va ser David Brophy, i Gerard Claret va actuar de concertino
director. El programa va incloure des de composicions creades per formar part de
la banda musical de diferents pellicules, fins a cants céltics i versions de temes de
jazz, aixi com obres d’autors més coneguts, com Nicolai Rimski-Korsakov, Pablo
Sarasate o Joaquin Rodrigo, del qual es va poder escoltar el Concierto de Aranjuez.

As noted earlier when referring to the
15" Anniversary the setting up of ONCA,
this year the Ordino Festivals Association
had a double celebration seeing that, as
well as its own ten years of formal
existence, it was commemorating the 25"
anniversary of the International Narciso
Yepes Festival. To commemorate this in a
special way and to remember the tenth
anniversary of the death of the composer
and guitarist Narciso Yepes, sponsor and
driving force behind the festival, the
organizers decided on an even wider
programme than usual with the accent
on classical music but definitely
incorporating other music styles such as
jazz along with Celtic sounds.

In October there were five concerts in
this round of the Festival which took
place at the Andorran National Auditorium.
The first was by the Andorran National
Classical Orchestra along with bagpipe-
player Carlos Ndfiez. The director was
David Brophy while Gerard Claret acted
as concertmaster. The programme
included both compositions from the
sound track of various films, Celtic songs
and versions of jazz themes, as well as
works of better known composers such as
Nicolai Rimsky-Korsakov, Pablo Sarasate
and Joaquin Rodrigo, of whose work we
heard the “Concert of Aranjuez”.
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L’Electric Big Band XXL de Llibert Fortuny va ser lencarregada de presentar el
segon dels concerts programats. Amb un repertori format essencialment per com-
posicions de Fortuny, el grup va desplegar una immensitat de recursos per oferir
una actuacié que no va deixar indiferent un public, disposat a gaudir d’'un bon
moment de jazz.

Com en altres ocasions, el Festival va incloure en la programacié un concert pro-
tagonitzat per joves interprets. Els violins de Sergi Claret i Francesc Planella, les
violes d’Elias Porter i Silvia Garcia, i els violoncels de Jordi Claret i Daniel Claret,
van ser els protagonistes de 'actuacié dels Solistes de la JONCA, nova formaci6 sor-
gida de la JONCA que es presentava ptiblicament a Andorra amb aquesta actuacio.
El repertori que van oferir va estar format per les composicions Sextet niim. 1 en
Si bemoll major, 0p.18, de Johannes Brahms, i Sextet per a cordes, de Bohuslav
Martinu.

Una altra de les actuacions de 'Orquestra Nacional Classica dAndorra, també en
format classic, va estar dirigida per Marzio Conti, director titular, mentre que
Gerard Claret al violi i Lluis Claret al violoncel van ser els solistes. El programa
escollit, d'una gran complexitat, va estar format pel Doble concert per a violi,
violoncel i orquestra en La menot, op. 102, de Johannes Brahms, i per la Simfonia
ntim. 3 en La menot, op. 56, també coneguda com a Escocesa, de Felix Mendelssohn.

El darrer concert va congregar I'Orquesta Clasica Santa Cecilia i el pianista Joaquin
Achtcarro. La direccié va anar a carrec d’Ignacio Yepes, fill del padri del Festival,
en homenatge del qual es va fer el concert. El programa va incloure Egmont:
Obertura, op. 84, de Ludwig van Beethoven, Noches en los jardines de Esparia, de
Manuel de Falla, i la Simfonia niim. 6 en Si menor, op. 74, també coneguda com a
“Pateética”, de Piotr Ilitx Txaikovski.

The Electric Big Band XXL of Llibert
Fortuny was invited to perform at the
second of the programmed concerts.
With a repertoire made up largely of
Fortuny’s own compositions, the group
showed its vast resources to provide a
performance that could not leave
unmoved a public ready to enjoy a
moment of jazz.

As on other occasions, the Festival
ended with the inclusion of a concert
with young performers. The violins of
Sergi Claret and Francesc Planella, the
viola players Elias Porter and Silvia
Garcia, the young violoncello players
Jordi Claret and Daniel Claret were key
performers among the JONCA soloists,
a new group coming out of JONCA that
was publicly presented in Andorra with
this appearance. The repertoire was
made up of the compositions “Sextet
Number 1 in B Flat Major, Opus 18", by
Johannes Brahms, and the “Sextet for
Strings” by Bohuslav Martinu.

Another performance by the Andorran
National Classical Orchestra, again in its
classical format, was directed by director
Marzio Conti, while Gerard Claret on the
violin and Llufs Claret on the violoncello
were soloists. The programme chosen,
with highly complex works, was made up
of “Double Concert for Violin, Violoncello
and Orchestra in A Minor, Opus 102", by
Johannes Brahms and “Symphony
Number 3 in A Minor, Opus 56", also
known as the “Scotch Symphony”, by
Felix Mendelssohn.

The last concert brought together the
St. Cecilia Classical Orchestra and pianist
Joaquin Achdcarro. Direction was by
Ignacio Yepes, son of the Festival
sponsor, in whose homage the concert
was given. The programme included
“Egmont: Overture, Opus 84", by Ludwig
van Beethoven, “Noches en los jardines
de Espafia”, by Manuel de Falla, and
“Symphony Number 6 in B Minor, Opus
74", also known as “Pathetic”, by Piotr
[lyich Tchaikovsky.
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Des de fa vuit anys, la Fundacié Amics dels Orgues de les Valls dAndorra —forma-
da per I'Arxiprestat dAndorra i per la Fundacié Credit Andorra- organitza un cicle
de concerts que permet posar en relleu les possibilitats sonores dels diferents ins-
truments que hi ha al Principat. A aquesta oferta enguany s’hi ha afegit la col-labo-
racié amb el Comu de la Massana en lorganitzacié de la temporada inaugural del
Cicle d'Orgue de Tardor, protagonitzat pel nou orgue que presideix lesglésia par-
roquial de Sant Iscle i Santa Victoria.

El Cicle Internacional d'Orgue, que habitualment té lloc durant el mes d’agost, es
completa tradicionalment amb un concert el dia de Sant Esteve a lesglésia parro-
quial dAndorra la Vella.

La vuitena edicid del Cicle ha permes escoltar novament tots els orgues d’Andorra.
El de Sant Esteve dAndorra la Vella va acollir el primer dels concerts, amb el reci-
tal de lorganista Ignace Michiels, acompanyat per Matthias Schlubeck a la flauta de
Pan, aixi com el tercer, amb un recital a quatre mans a carrec de Fabio Ciofini i
Jordi Vergés, i el darrer, a carrec d’Ignacio Ribas Taléns que, en aquesta ocasid, va
dedicar el recital a la musica espanyola dels segles Xix i xX. L'orgue de Sant Pere
Martir d’Escaldes-Engordany va acollir les interpretacions de musica portuguesa
dels segles xv1 al XIX, ofertes per lorganista Jodo Vaz i la soprano Ana Ferraz en el
segon dels concerts. El protagonista del quart concert va ser 'instrument de Sant
Iscle i Santa Victoria de la Massana, que va aportar la seva especial sonoritat durant
la interpretaci6 de Claudio Brizi.
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For the past eight years, the Friends of
the Organ Foundation of Valls d'Andorra,
involving the Archpriesthood of Andorra
and Fundacié Credit Andorra, has
organized a series of concerts that makes
it possible to underline the sound
possibilities of the different instruments
found in the Principality. This year the
organization enjoyed the collaboration of
the Comu de la Massana in arranging the
inaugural season of the Autumn Organ
Cycle, with special note of the new organ
in the parish church of St. Iscle and

St. Victoria.

The International Organ Cycle, that
normally takes place in August, is
traditionally ended with a concert on

St. Stephen’s Day in the parish church of
Andorra la Vella.

The eighth cycle allowed us to again
hear all the organs in Andorra. The organ
in the church of St. Stephen in Andorra la
Vella offered the first of the concerts
with a recital by organist Ignace Michiels
accompanied by Matthias Schlubeck on
pan-pipes. The third concert, was a four-
hander recital directed by Fabio Ciofini
and Jordi Vergés while the last, directed
by Ignacio Ribas Taléns, was devoted to
Spanish music of the 19" and 20"
centuries. In the second concert, the
organ at Sant Pere Martir church in
Escaldes-Engordany supplied
performances of Portuguese music from
the 16" to 18" centuries at the hand of
Jodo Vaz and soprano Ana Ferraz. The
key protagonist in the fourth concert was
the instrument at St. Iscle and St.Victoria
in la Massana which supplied its own
special sound during the performance by
Claudio Brizi.



La tardor del 2007 ha vist néixer un nou cicle dorgue a Andorra. En aquest cas,
totes les interpretacions van tenir com a protagonista el nou instrument de lesglé-
sia parroquial de Sant Iscle i Santa Victoria de la Massana. L'organitzacié va ser a
carrec del comu d’aquesta parroquia, i va comptar amb la col-laboracié de la
Fundacié Amics dels Orgues de les Valls dAndorra.

Els diferents concerts van oferir als assistents una variada mostra de les possibili-
tats sonores i interpretatives d’aquest instrument, concebut dins lestil barroc pero
amb recursos propis daltres temps, com pot ser un pedaler complet. En el primer
concert Ignacio Ribas Taléns va proposar una mostra de la musica composta a la
Peninsula Ibeérica entre els segles xv1 i Xix. El segon va tenir com a protagonistes
lorganista Montserrat Torrent i la musica espanyola i alemanya dels segles xvir i
xvIL Cristina Garcia Banegas va presentar en la tercera de les actuacions una anto-
logia de musica colonial a Ameérica Llatina, i La Oropéndola, formada per José Luis
Gonzélez Uriol i Javier Artigas Pina, va desgranar en la darrera de les actuacions
diferents obres de finals del segle xvir i de principis del segle X1X, moment de
maxim esplendor de les composicions per a quatre mans.

Autumn 2007 saw the birth of another
organ cycle in Andorra. In this case, all
performances had the new instrument in
the parish church of St. Iscle and St.
Victoria in la Massana as the centre of
attention. Organization of the cycle was
by the com( of this parish and had the
collaboration of the Friends of the Organ
Foundation of Valls d’Andorra.

The various concerts gave those
attending a wide-ranging sample of the
sound and interpretative possibilities of
this instrument, conceived within a
Baroque style but with sounds of other
periods as from a full pedal-board. At the
first concert, Ignacio Ribas Taléns offered
a sample of music composed on the
Iberian Peninsula between the 16" and
19" centuries. The second concert was
presented by organist Montserrat Torrent
playing Spanish and German music from
the 17" and 18" centuries. Cristina Garcia
Banegas presented the third concert with
an anthology of colonial music in Latin
America and “La Oropéndola”, made up
of José Lufs Gonzalez Uriol and Javier
Artigas Pina, provided the final concert
with various works from the end of the
18" century and beginning of the 19"
century, a time of great splendour in
compositions for four hands.
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La Fundaci6 ha aportat novament el seu patrocini al Premi Carles Sabater a la
millor cang6 de 'any en catala. El premi, instituit en memoria daquest cantant, vol
recolzar lesperit creatiu dels joves i la difusié de la musica actual en catala.
Enguany ha arribat a la novena edicié i ha vist les dotacions incrementades, tant la
del guanyador com la del segon premi.

Lorganitzacié del premi, a carrec del Centre de la Cultura Catalana del Principat
d’Andorra, va decidir en la convocatoria del 2007 allargar el termini de presentacid
de maquetes fins al 25 de desembre, fet que ha tingut com a conseqiiencia que la
decisi6 del jurat que ha de designar els guanyadors no pugui ser coneguda fins al
gener del 2008 i que la seva actuacié davant del public andorra tingui lloc durant
els primers mesos d’aquest any. Sera en la Memoria de I'any vinent quan oferirem
informacio detallada al respecte.
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Fulleté de I'obertura de la convocatoria del 9¢ premi Carles Sabater.
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The Foundation again provided
sponsorship of the Carles Sabater Prize
for the best song of the year in Catalan.
The prize, set up in memory of the singer,
is aimed at giving support to the creative
talents of young people and the spread
of current music in Catalan. This year
saw the awarding of the ninth prize with
increased prize money both for the
winner and the runner-up.

Organizers of the prize, handled of the
Centre for Catalan Culture in the
Principality of Andorra, decided that for
the 2007 prize it would extend the period
for presenting samples until December
25, which means that the decision of the
jury for choosing the winners cannot be
made known until the end of January
2008 and that its performance before the
Andorran public would take place in the
early months of that year. Detailed
information on this matter will be
supplied in next year's annual report.



Si bé les bases que havien de regir lorganitzaci6 i el funcionament de I'Escena
Nacional dAndorra van quedar fixades I'any anterior, ha estat durant el 2007 quan
el nou organisme ha comengat a caminar de la ma de la Fundaci6 Escena Nacional
d’Andorra, en la qual hi participen el Govern, el comu de la Massana i la Fundacio
Credit Andorra.

Formalment va ser el 19 de juny quan va arrencar lactivitat de TENA, amb la pre-
sentacié de la direccié artistica, assumida per Ester Nadal. Era el primer acte
d’una plataforma per a les arts escéniques del nostre pais, que ha de donar als nos-
tres joves un espai on crear i tenir loportunitat dexpressar-se, i doferir al public
loportunitat de gaudir dobres de qualitat. El projecte artistic contempla que len-
titat realitzi produccions propies i coproduccions, lectures dramatitzades o la
representacié de les obres guanyadores del premi de teatre de la Nit literaria
andorrana que anualment dota Crédit Andorra, aixi com lorganitzacié de la
Mostra de teatre jove.

Una de les primeres activitats de 'ENA ha estat la coproducci6 de les obres Coral
Romput, de Vicent Andrés Estellés, i Roses de gos, dAlbert Roig; lestrena de les
obres va tenir lloc a Girona i a Reus, respectivament. Esta previst que aquestes obres
es representin a Andorra durant 'any 2008.

També cal esmentar que, amb la finalitat de donar loportunitat a actors del
Principat de participar en aquestes obres, 'ENA va convocar el mes de setembre un
casting al qual es van presentar cinc persones, una de les quals va ser seleccionada.

Una altra de les actuacions portades a terme per 'ENA va ser la col-laboracié en
lorganitzacié de la representaci6 de lobra Non solum, de Sergi Lopez. La presenta-
ci6 de la versio en francés daquesta obra va tenir lloc al Centre cultural i de con-
gressos lauredia.

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While the bases for governing the
organization and operation of the
Andorran National Stage (ENA) were set
last year, it was in 2007 that the new
body began to operate under the
guidance of the Andorran National Stage
Foundation in which the Government, the
comu de la Massana and the Fundacio
Credit Andorra all take part.

Formally, it was June 19 when the
activity of ENA began with the
presentation of the artistic director, Ester
Nadal. This was the first performance for
this new base for theatre in our country
which should give our young people a
space where they can create and express
themselves while offering the public a
chance to enjoy fine plays. This artistic
project sees this body mounting its own
productions and co-productions,
dramatized readings, and the
presentation of works that win the
Theatre Prize at the Andorra Literary
Night with financial support of Credit
Andorra, as well as the organization of
the Young Theatre Show.

One of ENA first activities was the
coproduction of works such as “Coral
Romput”, by Vincent Andrés Estellés, and
“Roses de gos”, by Albert Roig. These
works opened in Girona and Reus,
respectively. It is expected that they will
be mounted in Andorra in 2008.

We should also mention that in order
to give Andorran actors an opportunity to
appear in these works, ENA held a
casting session attended by five actors,
one of whom was chosen.

Another event carried out by ENA was
to collaborate in organizing the
performance of “Non Solum”, a work by
Sergi Lopez. A performance of this work
in its French version took place at the
Lauredia Cultural and Congress Centre.
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Guillem de Plandolit, fotograf nascut a la Seu d’Urgell i descendent de la nissaga
ordinenca del mateix nom, va fixar amb les seves imatges la vida de les primeres
décades del segle XX ala Seu i a Andorra.

Guillem de Plandolit, a photographer
born in La Seu d'Urgell and a descendant
of the Ordino family of the same name,
in his pictures looks at life in the early
decades of the 20" century in La Seu
and Andorra. With the aim of showing
something of this legacy preserved in
the Municipal Archives of La Seu
d'Urgell, the city hall of that city, the
Government of Andorra, Crédit Andorra
Foundation and “la Caixa” Foundation
organized this show of works by
“Guillem de Plandolit. La memoria
revelada” which was seen in the Sant
Domenec Hall of Culture in La Seu
d'Urgell from April 4 to May 6 and in
the Exhibition Hall of the Government
in Andorra la Vella from September 19
to November 18.

Visitors to this exhibition could
rediscover forgotten places, people now
gone, and scenes of daily life presented
as historical documents that allow us to
relive a relatively recent past that now
seems far off. Students and visitors in
general were able to get to know and
value many aspects of life in the valleys
that form part of our memory. This
legacy has been duly documented in the
catalogue which, bearing the same name
as the exhibition, was published to
coincide with the show.
